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Replacement Theology – Part One 

There is a view held by a rapidly growing group of Christians today, that the church has replaced Israel.  They hold that the promises God gave to the nation of Israel in the Old Testament have been transferred to the New Testament church.  In other words, the church has replaced Israel, and as a nation, Israel has been set aside and has no future in God’s plan.  So, for the next several broadcasts when we are together. We will be spending our time to determine whether or not this a proper position to hold.

As we examine the biblical view on these matters, we will soon learn that there are not only international political and military pressures against this little nation of Israel but theological ones as well.  The position of replacement theologians holds that there is no future in God’s plan for the Jewish nation of Israel or of that ethnic group of people.

Dr. David R. Reagan gives the argument they use as follows: “Since the Jews rejected Jesus as their Messiah, God rejected them.  He poured out His wrath upon them, scattered them all over the earth, and transferred the promises made to them to ‘Spiritual Israel,’ the church.  God has no purpose left for the Jews.  The reestablishment of modern-day Israel is, therefore, merely an accident of history with no spiritual meaning.”

It is my purpose to show you the position they hold, how they reach their conclusions and the errors in holding such a view.  We will consider first of all, Old Testament promises made in general and then those made to the nation of Israel.  We will examine some of them to see if they have been literally fulfilled, as well as other promises made to that nation which are called everlasting.  Then we will consider whether or not Israel will be saved and restored with a unique identity in God’s plans for the future.

First of all. Let us look at some general promises God made, to see if they were fulfilled literally or figuratively.   To begin with, we will look at a couple of promises that were made by God before Abraham and the Jewish people came into existence to see if God has literally fulfilled them.

After man had sinned in the Garden of Eden, there were curses put both on the serpent or Satan, as well as on mankind.  For our study, we will only look at the curses placed on the serpent.  In Genesis 3:14-15 we read: “So the Lord God said to the serpent: Because you have done this, you are cursed more than all cattle, and more than every beast of the field; on your belly you shall go, and you shall eat dust all the days of your life.  And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your seed and her seed; He shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise His heel.” 

There are basically two considerations that should be made here.  The first one is that the woman does not provide the “seed” in the conception of a child.  This comes from the man.  What we have here is God promising that a woman would bear a child who would not be conceived by a man.  This could only be fulfilled by a virgin bearing a Son conceived by someone other than a man.  We know that this was literally fulfilled when the virgin Mary conceived by the Holy Spirit and bore a Son, the Lord Jesus Christ.

The second aspect of this has to do with the word translated “bruise.”  In the original Hebrew, this word has the concept of “to crush.”  To crush a person’s heel is not a deadly wound.  However, when the head is crushed, it always results in a fatal wound.
The Scripture here is making a promise by God that one day there would come a person, born to a woman who is a virgin.  That one who would be borne by her will one day defeat Satan, and send him into everlasting punishment in the lake of fire.  Can we not see that this promise, made long before the establishment of Israel has been partially fulfilled literally, and the remaining part will be carried out in the same literal way in the future according to Revelation 20:10?

The second biblical illustration we can use to prove God’s promises are literally fulfilled is also found in Genesis prior to the founding of the Jewish nation also. We all are familiar with the story of Noah and the flood.  The earth was covered with water and all flesh perished with the exception of Noah and his family.   
After the flood, God made a covenant with Noah.  We find it in Genesis 9:8-17. 

 “Then God spoke to Noah and to his sons with him, saying: ‘And as for Me, behold, I will establish My covenant with you and with your descendants after you, and with every living creature that is with you; the birds, the cattle, and every beast of the earth with you, of all that go out of the ark, every beast of the earth.  Thus I establish My covenant with you: Never again shall all flesh be cut off by the waters of the flood; never again shall there be a flood to destroy the earth.’  And God said: ‘This is the sign of the covenant which I make between Me and you, and every living creature that is with you for perpetual generations: I set My rainbow in the cloud, and it shall be for the sign of the covenant between Me and the earth.  It shall be when I bring a cloud over the earth, that the rainbow shall be seen in the cloud; and I will remember My covenant which is between Me and you and every living creature of all flesh; the waters shall never again be a flood to destroy all flesh.  The rainbow shall be in the cloud, and I will look on it to remember the everlasting covenant between God and every living creature of all flesh that is on the earth.’  And God said to Noah, ‘This is the sign of the covenant which I have established between Me and all flesh that is on the earth.’”

Here is a promise God made so many years ago that pertains to all flesh upon the earth for all time.  By the way, have you seen a rainbow lately?  Is God keeping His promise in a literal fashion?  He certainly is!
With this background of God literally fulfilling His promises, let’s move on over to examine several of the promises given By God to Abraham to see if they were or are being fulfilled literally.  In Genesis 12:1-3, we read: 
“Now the LORD had said to Abram: Get out of your country. From your kindred and from your father’s house, to a land that I will show you.  I will make you a great nation: I will bless you and make your name great; and you shall be a blessing.  I will bless those who bless you, and I will curse him who curses you; and in you shall all the families of the earth be blessed.” 	
		
As we consider these three verses that are the foundation of much of the prophecy in the Bible, we should ask the question as to whether or not God meant for them to be fulfilled literally.   He certainly has fulfilled the part of making a great nation come from his loins.  After all, both the Jewish people, the Arab people and most of those from the Middle East have come through his progeny.  His name is certainly great among Jews, Muslims as well as Christians.  The Jewish people have three great heroes, Abraham, Moses, and David.

The promise of blessing and cursing has been part of history.  The nations that have favored the Jewish seed of Abraham have been blessed.  Just as an example, let’s consider Great Britain.  When I was a young man, it was said that the sun never set on the Union Jack, which was the flag of the British Empire.  This Empire had been very favorable to the Jewish people.  In fact Benjamin Disraeli, a Jew had even served as their Prime Minister.  In 1917, Lord Balfour made a great declaration that his country looked with great favor on the establishment of a nation for the Jewish people, but in time the government refused to stand by it.  Today, just a hundred years later, that empire has shrunk greatly; and it all started after that.
How well we remember Hitler and his desire to eliminate the Jewish people.  The Holocaust was a blight on the world.  But how long did Hitler remain in power?  It was all gone in twelve years.  I could go throughout history and show you how this has affected nations.  Has this promise been literally fulfilled?  It certainly has.

In Genesis 15:13, God instituted a blood covenant with Abraham, which was the most severe of the three types of covenants recorded; the salt covenant, the shoe covenant, and finally the blood covenant.  In the blood covenant, the participants in the covenant killed animals, divided them in two, and set them so that together they would walk between them.  This is exactly the set up in Genesis 15.  However, God put Abraham to sleep so that he could not walk between the animals.  By doing so, Abraham was not a participant in the covenant, but instead became a recipient of it.  The commitment made here was by God and God alone.  Abraham had nothing to do with the covenant, but to accept the promises of God. 

In verses twelve to fourteen we read: “Now when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; and behold, horror and great darkness fell upon him.  The He said to Abram: ‘Know certainly that your descendants will be strangers in a land that is not theirs and will serve them, and they will afflict them four hundred years.  And also the nation whom they serve I will judge; afterward, they shall come out with great possessions.’”
Here is a covenant God made with Abraham that gives exacting promises about what will happen to his descendants.  They would go into Egypt and be slaves there for four hundred years.  They would be freed after that time and leave that land, having spoiled the Egyptians of a lot of their wealth.
Did this happen literally, just as God promised?  We are all aware of the Exodus that took place four hundred years after the Jews were enslaved in Egypt.  They came out with enough gold and silver to pay for the tabernacle.  They also had enough gold to later make a golden calf.  Did God fulfill His promises once again literally, or can we day this never happened?  We need to be very careful when we claim the promises made by God were not literal ones.

For today. Let’s just consider one more aspect of this covenant God made with Abraham.  He was promised a seed, for from him would come a great nation.  For this to take place, he must have an heir.  Since his wife Sarah was barren and well beyond childbearing years, she suggested that Abraham have a son through her handmaid Hagar.  The result was the birth of Ishmael, who became the father of many of the Middle Eastern nations.  However, this was not God’s plan for the promised seed.
Then the Lord made a promise to Abraham that even though both were very advanced in age, even ninety and beyond, Sarah would bear a son the next year.  Though this was humanly impossible, it was not a problem to God.  The result; Isaac was born, just as God said.  Again, the promises made by God to the patriarchs of old were literally fulfilled, and we have only looked at several of so many promises made by God that have been fulfilled exactly as promised.

A basic premise in studying and interpreting Scripture is that every passage must be understood in the light of its historical, grammatical and contextual setting.  Without a careful consideration of these factors, a person can come up with all sorts of views on things.  We must be very careful to abide by these rules.  On the other hand, there are also many figurative things in the Bible that can be understood usually rather easily.  For example, the Bible says, “The trees clap their hands.”  We are all aware that trees do not have hands, neither do they clap, but they do have leaves that blow in the wind.

The next time we are together we will be dealing with the subject of whether or not the promises God made to the Jewish nation are eternal, or only temporary, to be given over to the church instead of this nation God calls “the apple of His eye.”
With what we have studied today, I would like to take your thinking to the extreme.  We cannot just automatically pick out what seems to fit our theological persuasion and say that this is literal and this is not.  Nor can we assign what God promised a nation and relegate those promises to another entity such as the church, totally obliterating the original meaning God had for them.  To do this could possibly change the entire course and meaning of the Bible.  It could lead to someone claiming that eternal life is not really literal.  I think of how many preachers who stand in pulpits today and proclaim there is no hell.  There will not be an eternal punishment for sin, as God is a loving God who could never send anyone to hell.  Others have drifted so far away from a literal interpretation of the Bible that they deny the virgin birth, the blood atonement, the literal bodily resurrection of Christ as well as His physical return.  How do I know?  I was raised in a church that forsook a literal interpretation of the Word of God and never even knew you had to personally receive Christ as your Savior.  The total change in that church only took about twenty-five years.  Today, that local church is no longer in existence.  It closed its doors some years ago.

My goal in this series of messages is to let you see clearly that this movement that is sweeping Christian circles is not a biblical one.  We can depend on the Word of God, and that the promises God has made to the nation of Israel are for them, to be carried out literally in the future.  God’s Word will never change and is always dependable.   Just as sure as our salvation is sure, so God’s promises to Israel remain unchanged. 
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
